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The purpose of this document is to communicate the vision of our upcoming corporate prayer meetings in the context of our vision for the Glory of God on Cape Cod and the subsequent outbreak of revival, so we can all be on the same page as we gather to pray in one accord.
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I.
OUR QUEST FOR THE GLORY OF GOD ON CAPE COD
A.
Paul taught us that only together with all the saints can we experience the ocean of God’s love.  The fullness is only released to the unified Church.


“May be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height--to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fullness of God.”  (Eph. 3:18-19)

B.
The longing to see the glory of God in our midst and the subsequent outbreak of revival fullness is a foundational heart cry of the glory of God on Cape Cod.
II.
THE NECESSITY OF CORPORATE UNITY AND UNIFIED PRAYER
“Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity!  …It is like the dew of Hermon, descending upon the mountains of Zion; FOR THERE THE LORD COMMANDED THE BLESSING – life forevermore.”  (Ps. 133:1-3)

A.
Commanded blessing – This speaks of the manifestation of the Holy Spirit’s presence and power in a way that neither man nor the devil can stop. The commanded blessing points to the Manifest Presence of God in our midst with the subsequent release of Holy Spirit power.
“…he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and GREATER WORKS THAN THESE HE WILL DO, because I go to My Father.”  (John 14:12)

B.
Praying in one accord was vital to the release of the Holy Spirit on Pentecost.


“These all continued with one accord in prayer and supplication.”  (Acts 1:14)


“they were all with one accord in one place.  And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole house…then there appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them.”  (Acts 2:1-3)


“And when they had prayed, the place where they were assembled together was shaken; and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and they spoke the word of God with boldness.  Now the multitude of those who believed were one of one heart and one soul…with great power the apostles gave witness to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus.  And great grace was upon them all.”  (Acts 4:31-35)


“And through the hands of the apostles MANY SIGNS AND WONDERS were done among the people.  And they were ALL WITH ONE ACCORD in Solomon’s Porch.”  (Acts 5:12)

C.
Some Divine possibilities are available only in unified anointed prayer. This is our vision for the corporate prayer meetings that The Glory of God on Cape Cod is calling for.
D.
Our vision for The Glory of God on Cape Cod corporate prayer meetings is to enter into the “commanded blessing” of the Lord.

III.
 COMBINING WORSHIP AND INTERCESSION

“The twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each having a HARP, AND GOLDEN BOWLS full of incense, which are prayers of the saints.”  (Rev. 5:8)

A.
The harp speaks of music and songs of worship to God.  The bowls speak of prayers to God.  Around the throne of God worship and intercession flow together.

B.
Spiritual warfare is essentially agreement with God’s heart.  Worship is agreement with who God is (“You are worthy, You are good,” etc.).  Intercession is agreement with what God promises to do. (“Lord release Your Spirit,” etc.).  When we declare the truth of who God is (worship), our faith expands to agree with what He Promised to do (intercession).  When we are preoccupied with who He is, we sustain our faith in interceding for the revival the He promised to release.

IV.
THE CONCEPT OF BIBLICAL PRAYERS: USING GOD’S LANGUAGE

A.
Biblical prayers are the actual prayer and worship texts from the Scripture. Biblical prayers are the language of God’s heart.  They are such a valuable gift to the Church because they originated in God’s burning heart for His people.  

B. 
We encourage people to avoid “preaching prayers.”  These are “prayers” which have more exhortation to people than praying it to God.  They result from selecting a good Bible exhortation and seeking to use it as a prayer.  These prayers are then turned into mini-sermons on the mic during times designated for intercession.
C.
New Testament prayers are positive prayers.  In other words, they focus on asking God to release good qualities instead of asking Him to removing negative qualities.  For example, Paul prayed for the releasing of love, faith, unity, peace, righteousness and power instead of asking the Lord to remove hate, unbelief, division, fear or sin.

1.
The positive focus of New Testament prayers helps people connect with God and His people.  The very positive nature of these prayers was designed by God to help weak people soar in the Spirit with a heart of unity and love.  In other words, biblical prayers are not designed to make it easier for God to hear us, but to make it easier for us to be united with one another and experience God.  
2.
Negative prayers with a focus on sin often result in a judgmental angry type of railing prayer against the Church and its people.

D.
Identification repentance as demonstrated by Ezra and Nehemiah is good and effective when the Holy Spirit orchestrates it in context to unity with governmental leaders in the Body of Christ.

V.
BIBLICAL VALUES FOR OUR CORPORATE PRAYER MEETINGS
          A – EXALTING JESUS

1.
Core Value – using the Scripture as we learn to flow in the Holy Spirit to draw attention to Jesus and not to people praying. 

2.
The Holy Spirit’s zeal to exhibit Jesus, not the servants of Jesus.

“He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it to you.”  (John 16:14)

3.
The Apostle Paul’s zeal to exhibit Jesus, not himself


“For we do not preach ourselves, but Christ Jesus …”  (2 Cor, 4:5)

4. 
John the Baptist’s primary value as a friend of the Bridegroom


“He must increase, but I must decrease.”  (John 3:30)

B-
GENUINENESS IS A VERY IMPORATANT VALUE: IT IS HONESTY
         1. This speaks of our commitment to refuse exaggeration of the Holy Spirit’s activity or to seek to produce (manipulate) a human response that is not genuinely from the heart.

         2. In this hour, the spiritual culture in many charismatic ministries is platform theatrics, soulish exhibitionism and hype that draws undo attention to personalities.  Soulish exhibitionism refers to activity that seeks to draw attention to oneself.  In our zeal to magnify Jesus such things have no place in our corporate prayer meetings.  Our desire to pursue excellence, humility and a spirit of hiddeness (even though in front of multitudes) in all that we do.  This will involve being more restrained than some are accustomed to in their previous ministry involvement with other charismatic ministries.


3. Avoid overly animated public ministry style.  Some people develop personal “signature platform expressions” that distinguish them from others.  This is common in the entertainment world, but not appropriate for a prayer meeting. We encourage people to be themselves on one hand, but to avoid excessive physical expression on the platform such as shaking, overly waving hands, arms, and body motions, etc. All that should be kept to a minimum so as not to draw undo attention to people on the platform.  We ask that we all are as inconspicuous and subtle in at all times when praying from the platform.  

 C-
NECESSITY OF PERSEVERANCE – STAYING ENGAGED IN PRAYER


“And there is no one who calls on Your name, who stirs himself up to take hold of You: for You have hidden Your face from us…”  (Isa. 64:7)


“praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints”  (Eph. 6:18)

1.
We value perseverance in prayer, in order to be attentive with spiritual intensity that engages with God and in order to remain in the flow of the Spirit during prayer meetings.  The place of perseverance in prayer for others is to labor in love for their breakthrough.  Such wrestling in prayer is a dynamic expression of love.
2.
A culture of boldness in prayer is vital to experience God’s fullness. Fervent prayer in the Holy Spirit opens the door to benefits that many are content to live without.  We are not content to live without the fullness of what God has.  The blessing of God is sometimes withheld until we fervently respond in our cooperation with God’s grace.  It is rare today to see a corporate people press in to the Spirit with spiritual alertness and perseverance for extended periods of time.

3.
It is natural to passively disengage while others are praying.  However, it is important to rise up to be focused, fervent and not passive and lethargic in prayer as we stir ourselves up to overcome a wandering mind, tired body and distracted heart.

 D-   BOLDNESS AND PERSEVERANCE AGAINST THE WORKS OF DARKNESS
1.
Cultivating perseverance in bold faith will result in greater blessing being released.  Boldness to stand against demonic activity in those we pray for will often make a significant difference.  Sometimes it will be the difference between life and death.

2.
A persistent bold spirit enables us to rise up to aggressively withstand and then quench the attacks of the devil. 


“For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that HE MIGHT DESTROY THE WORKS OF THE DEVIL.”  (1 John 3:8)


“…that you may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil.”  (Eph. 6:11)


“…taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked one.”  (Eph. 6:16)


“from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffers violence, and THE VIOLENT TAKE IT BY FORCE”  (Matt. 11:12)

3.
The combination of a persistent spirit with a spirit of devotion in intimacy with God is rare.  This combination is vital in the Harp and Bowl model (Revelations 5:8)
E-    CONVICTION OF THE COMING GLORY OF GOD ON CAPE COD AND THE COMING   REVIVAL
1.
When the conviction of revival runs high, faith runs high.  Believing God for the big things He has promised is essential fuel for sustaining our prayer meetings.  God has promised us great things for the Cape, and WE BELIEVE HIM. Therefore, we will not draw back with religious timidity and false humility, which is unbelief.

2.
Bold agreement with God is essential for the breakthrough of revival.  The zealous pursuit of a historic breakthrough of the Spirit is our heart cry.
VI. A SAMPLE OF BIBLICAL PRAYERS:
A. WORSHIP PRAYERS FROM THE BOOK OF REVELATION 
1:5-8 Jesus Christ, the faithful witness…The ruler over kings of the earth.  To Him who loved us and washed us from our sins in His own blood, (6). and made us KINGS AND PRIESTS TO HIS GOD AND FATHER, to Him be glory and dominion forever and ever.  Amen.  (7). Behold, He is coming with clouds, and every eye will see Him.”… (8). Says THE LORD, THE ALMIGHTY.”

4:3-8 He who sits on the Throne is like a jasper and a sardius stone, an emerald rainbow surrounds His throne… (5). From His Throne proceeds lightnings, thunderlings, and voices (noises, music, choirs) … (6).  Before the throne is a sea of glass, like crystal (mingled with fire)… (8). They do not rest day or night, saying: “HOLY, HOLY, HOLY, LORD GOD ALMIGHTY, who was and is and is to come!”
4:8-11 They do not rest day or night, saying: “HOLY, HOLY, HOLY, LORD GOD ALMIGHTY, who was and is and is to come!”  (10) the elders fall down… and worship Him…they cast their crowns before His Throne, saying: (11).  “YOU ARE WORTHY, O Lord.  TO RECEIVE glory and honor and power; for You created all things, and by Your will (pleasure) they exist.”
5:9-10 They sang a new song, saying:  “YOU ARE WORTHY to take the scroll, and to open its seals; for You were slain, and have redeemed us to God by Your blood out of every tribe and tongue and people and nation, (10).  You have made us kings and priests to our God; we shall reign on the earth.””

5:11-13 Around the Throne are angels, (numbering 10,000 times 10,000)…saying, (12).  “WORTHY IS THE LAMB who was slain to receive power and riches and WISDOM, and strength and HONOR and glory and blessing!”  (13). Every creature in heaven and earth said; “Blessing and honor and glory and power be to Him who sits on the Throne, and to the Lamb forever and ever. Amen.”

7:9-12 The great multitude of all nations… (10). Say, “Salvation belongs to our God…and to the Lamb!”  (11). The angels… fall before the Throne (12). saying, “Amen! Blessing and glory and WISDOM,  thanksgiving and HONOR and power and might, be to our God forever and ever. Amen.”

15:2-4  On the sea of glass mingled with fire, those who have the victory… (3). Say, “Great and marvelous are Your works, LORD GOD ALMIGHTY! Just and true are Your ways, O KING OF SAINTS! (4). Who shall not fear You, O Lord, and glorify Your name? for You alone are Holy.  For all nations shall come and worship before You, for Your judgments have been manifested.”
19:1-7. The great multitude in heaven, say, “Alleluia! Salvation and glory and honor and power belong to the LORD OUR GOD!” (2). For true and righteous are His judgments, (6). “Alleluia! For the LORD GOD OMNIPOTENT REIGNS! (7.) “Let us be glad and rejoice and give Him glory, for the marriage of the Lamb has come, and His wife made herself ready.”
19:11-16 He is called Faithful and True, in righteousness He judges and makes war. (12). His eyes are like a flame of fire, on His head are many crowns… (13). His name is called the Word of God. (14). The armies of heaven, follow him. (15). Out of his mouth goes a sharp sword, to strike the nations with the fierceness and wrath of the Almighty God. (16). His name is KING OF KINGS and LORD OF LORDS.
22:16-20 “Jesus, the bright and Morning Star.” (17). The SPIRIT and the BRIDE say, “COME!” let all who thirst come. (20). (The Lord says) “Surely I am coming quickly.” (the Bride says) Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus!

B. KEY APOSTOTIC PRAYERS AND BIBLICAL PROMISES
Prayer for revelation of Jesus’ beauty that we might walk in our calling and destiny by God’s power:  That the Father of glory, may give to you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him. 18 the eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you may KNOW (experience) what is the hope of his calling (assurance/clarity of God’s call for our life) what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints (our destiny as Jesus’ inheritance), 19 and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power… (Eph. 1:17-19)

Pray to receive the Spirit’s power that Jesus’ Presence be manifest in us so we experience God’s love:  THAT He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man, 17 THAT Christ may dwell (manifest His presence) in your hearts through faith; THAT you, being rooted and grounded in love, 18 may be able to comprehend (experience) with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height— 19 to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; THAT you may be filled with all the fullness of God. (Eph 3:16-19)
Prayer for God’s love to abound in us by the knowledge of God resulting in righteousness in our life:  THAT your love may abound still more and more in knowledge (of God) and all discernment, 10 that you may approve (rejoice in) the things that are excellent, that you may be sincere (no compromise) and without offense till the day of Christ, 11 being filled with the fruits of righteousness… (Phil. 1:9-11)
Prayer to know God’s will, to be fruitful in ministry and strengthened by intimacy with God:  THAT you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; 10 that you may have a walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; 11 strengthened with all might, according to His glorious power, for all patients and longsuffering with joy… (Col. 1:9-11)
Prayer for unity in the church and to be filled with supernatural joy, peace and hope (confidence):  May the God of patience and comfort grant you to be like-minded toward one another…6 that you may with one mind and one mouth glorify the…Father…13 May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, that you may abound in hope by the power of the Holy Spirit. (Rom. 15:5-6, 13)
To be enriched by all the gifts of the Spirit including powerful preaching and prophetic revelation:  THAT you were enriched in everything by Him in all utterance (anointed preaching/singing) and all knowledge (prophetic revelation), 6 even as testimony of Christ was confirmed in you (by miracles), 7 so that you come short in no gift, eagerly waiting for the revelation of…Jesus Christ, 8 who will also confirm you to the end, that you may be blameless in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ. (1 Cor. 1:5-8)

For the release of grace to bring the Church to maturity especially to abound in love and holiness:  Praying exceedingly that…(God will release His Spirit and grace to) perfect what is lacking in your faith?...12 And may the Lord make you increase and abound in love to one another and to all…13 that He may establish your hearts blameless in holiness before our God and Father. (I Thes. 3:10-13)

Pray to be worthy (prepared or made spiritually mature) to walk in the fulness of our destiny in God:  We pray always for you that God would count you worthy of (prepare us for) this calling, and fulfill all the good pleasure of His goodness (plans for us) and the work of faith with power, 12 that the name of…Jesus may be glorified in you, and you in Him, according to the grace of our God. (2 Thes. 1:11-12)

That the Word will increase its influence (effectiveness) in the city as God releases His power on it:  Pray for us, that the Word of the Lord may run swiftly (rapidly increase its influence) and be glorified (confirmed with apostolic power and miracles), just as it is with you…3 The lord is faithful, who will establish you and guard you from the evil one…5 May the Lord direct your hearts into the love of God and into the patience (perseverance or endurance) of Christ. (2 Thes. 3:1-5)
Or impartation of boldness (singing and speaking the Word) by releasing healing, signs and wonders:  Lord…grant to Your servants that with all boldness they may speak Your word, 30 by stretching out Your hand to heal, and that signs and wonders may be done through the name of Your holy Servant Jesus. 31 And when they had prayed, the place where they were assembled together was shaken; and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit. And they spoke the word of God with boldness. (Acts 4:29-31) 

Release of God’s promise to be endured with power for all who tarry (labor in prayer) for breakthrough:  Behold, I send the Promise of My Father upon you; but tarry in the city of Jerusalem until you are endued with power from on high. (Lk. 24:49). You shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem…and to the end of the earth.” (Acts 1:8)

For the Lord to release His zeal for His people and for His manifest Presence to shake all that resists Him:  Look down…and see from Your habitation holy and glorious. Where are (the manifestations of) Your zeal and Your strength, the yearning of Your heart and Your mercies toward me? 16…You, O LORD, are our Father; our Redeemer from Everlasting is Your name. 64:1 Oh, that You would rend the heavens! That you would come down (manifest Your power)! That the mountains (obstacles) might shake at Your presence—2 as fire burns brushwood, as fire causes water to boil—to make Your name known to Your adversaries (sin, sickness, Satan), that the nations may tremble at Your presence! 3 When You did awesome things for which we did not look (expect)… 4 Since the beginning of the world men have not heard…nor has the eye seen any God besides You, who acts for the one who waits for Him. 5 You meet him who rejoices and does righteousness, who remembers You in Your ways. (Isa. 63:15-16; 64:1-7)
For the release of God’s promise to pour out His Spirit and release dreams, visions and prophecy:  In the last days, says God that I will pour out My Spirit on all flesh; your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, Your young men shall see visions, your old men shall dream dreams. 18 On My menservants and My maidservants I will pour out My Spirit in those days; and they shall prophesy. 19 I will show wonders in heaven above and signs in the earth beneath: blood, fire and vapor of smoke. 20 The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, BEFORE the coming of the great and awesome day of the LORD. 21 Whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be saved. (Act 2:17-21)



   C. PRACTICAL APPLICATION OF APOSTOLIC PRAYERS
I.
INTRODUCTION – Below a list of prayers prayed by the Apostles.  The language is adapted in order to apply these prayers to the entire church in any region.  These prayers are personalized and are meant to be used to pray for all the saints in every congregation in any given city or area.

II.
BIBLICAL ADAPTATIONS:
A.
Acts 4:29-30 – “Now, Lord, look on their threats, and grant to Your servants that with all boldness they may speak Your word, but stretching out Your hand to heal, and that signs and wonders may be done through the name of Your holy Servant Jesus.”
  
Lord, grant that Your bondservants may speak Your word with all confidence and boldness by releasing the anointing of Your Spirit upon them, while You extend Your hand to heal through them with signs and wonders being released through the name of Your holy Servant Jesus.
B. 
Rom. 10:1 – “Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God for Israel is that they may be saved.”

Our hearts’ desire and prayer is for the salvation of the lost (for natural and spiritual Israel).

C.
Rom. 15:5-6 – “Now may the God of patience and comfort grant you to be like-minded toward one another, according to Christ Jesus, that you may with one mind and one mouth glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.”


That God may supernaturally grant the saints and the congregations of the Lord in this area the ability to be of one mind and one purpose with each other, that with one accord and one voice we may glorify God in the church in this area. (1 Cor 1:10-12; Phil. 1:27, Phil. 2:1-3; John 17:21-22)

D.
Rom. 15:13 – “Now may the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, that you may abound in hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.”


That the God of all hope would supernaturally fill the church with all joy and all peace in believing that the church in this area may abound in hope by the power and revelation of the Holy Spirit.

E.
Rom. 16:20 – “And the God of peace will crush Satan under your feet shortly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen.”


That the God of peace would soon crush Satan’s works and put them under the feet of the church by the manifestation of the works of the kingdom with wisdom, signs and wonders.
F.
2 Cor. 1:3-5 – “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies and God of all comfort, who confronts us in all our tribulation, that we may be able to comfort those who are in any trouble, with the comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God.  For as the sufferings of Christ abound in us, so our consolation also abounds through Christ.”


May the God of all comfort fully comfort the saints and enable them to comfort others by the power of Your Spirit.  God, grant that Your comfort may abundantly flow to them in Christ Jesus.

G.
2 Cor. 13:9 – “For we are glad when we are weak and you are strong.  And this also we pray, that you may be made complete.”


That God would grant the church in this area to be made complete in gifts, fruit, and wisdom, by the demonstration and revelation of the Spirit.
H.
Eph. 1:16-19 – “…do not cease to give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers: that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him, the eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power.”

That God may give us a spirit of wisdom and of revelation in the knowledge of Jesus.  That the eyes of our heart may be enlightened, so that we may experience the fullness of God’s calling and might, understand the fullness of the glory of the Father’s inheritance in the entire church in our area.  Lord we ask that we might experience the surpassing greatness of God’s power in our lives and ministries. 

I.
Eph. 3:16-19 – “…that he would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man, that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded in love, may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height – know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fullness of God.”


That God would strengthen each believer in the church throughout this area with power through His Spirit in the inner man, so that the fullness of Jesus may be expressed in our hearts and lives as we are rooted and ground in love for God and for one another.  That each believer may be able to fully comprehend what is the breadth and length and height and depth of Jesus’ love for them and Jesus’ love for His Father.  Lord, grant that we might experience the fullness of Your Spirit working in and through our lives and through each congregation in this area.

J.
Eph. 6:19-20 – “and for me, that utterance may be given to me, that I may open my mouth boldly to make known the mystery of the gospel. For which I am an ambassador in chains; that in it I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak.


Pray on behalf of the leadership of the entire church in our area, that words of utterance would flow through them supernaturally as they open their mouths to speak the Word.  That they might minister with the boldness that comes from being under the anointing of the Holy Spirit.  (I believe this is a prayer for anointed prophetic preaching with the operation of the gift of faith.)

K.
Phil. 1:9-11 – “And this I pray, that your love may abound still more and more in knowledge and all discernment, that you may approve the things that are excellent, that you may be sincere and without offense till the day of Christ, being filled with the fruits of righteousness which are by Jesus Christ, to the glory and praise of God.”


That the saints’ deep love for Jesus and for one another would abound more and more and that this love would be expressed with true spiritual knowledge and discernment, so that we might be able to clearly discern what God calls excellent so that our lives might be sincere and blameless in God’s sight until the end.  That our lives might be filled with the fruit of righteousness that comes through experiencing the presence of Jesus in our hearts.

L.
Phil. 4:7 – “and the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your heart and minds through Christ Jesus.”


That the peace of God, which surpasses all comprehension, would supernaturally guard the mind and emotions of the saints in our area, especially in times of spiritual warfare.

M.
Phil. 4:23 – “And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.”  “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all.  Amen.”  (Phil. 4:19)


That God the Father would supply all the needs of the Church according to His riches in glory and that the grace of the Lord Jesus might be powerfully manifested in the human spirit (inner man) of each believer.

N.
Col. 1:9-11 – “For this reason we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; that you may have a walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; strengthened with all might, according to His glorious power, for all patience and longsuffering with joy.”


That each congregation and each believer might be filled with the knowledge of God’s will in each specific area of our lives and ministries and that God would add spiritual wisdom and understanding to this knowledge so that we might fully please the Lord and bear good fruit in our ministries.
O.
Col. 4:3-4 – “meanwhile praying also for us, that God would open to us a door for the word, to speak the mystery of Christ, for which I am also in chains, that I may make it manifest , as I ought to speak.”

That God might open to the church a greater door for the Word.  That the Word might go forth by the spirit of wisdom and revelation and be confirmed with signs and wonders.

P.
Col. 4:12 – “Epaphras, who is one of you, a bondservant of Christ, greets you, always laboring fervently for you in prayers, that you may stand perfect and complete in the will of God.”


That the church and its leadership might firmly stand in perfect wisdom, being fully assured in all the will of God for all its ministries.  That the prophetic spirit of wisdom and revelation would flow in the hearts of the church.
Q.
1 Thes. 3:10-13 – “night and day praying exceedingly that we may see your face and perfect what is lacking in your faith?  Now may our God and Father Himself, and our Lord Jesus Christ, direct our way to you.  And may the Lord make you increase and abound in love to one another and to all, just as we do to you, so that He may establish your hearts blameless in holiness before our God and Father at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all His saints.”
That God would release ministry that would complete what is lacking in any area of church like and that God may cause the church to increase and abound in love and compassion for one another and for the lost, so that God may establish the saints with hearts blameless in holiness.
R.
1 Thes. 5:23 – “Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

We pray that God Himself would personally sanctify the saints in every dimension, spirit, soul and body, and that He would keep us in this purity without blame until His coming.
S.
2 Thes. 1:11-12 – “Therefore we also pray for you that our God would count you worthy of this calling, and fulfill all the good pleasure of His goodness and the work of faith with power, that the same of our Lord Jesus Christ may be glorified in you, and you in Him, according to the grace of our God and the Lord Jesus Christ.”

That God may purify and lead this church into maturity.  That He may count this church worthy of completely fulfilling our specific calling so that we might fulfill every aspect of our vision.  That we might desire to do good and that we might fulfill the work of faith with manifestations of great power, in order that the name of Jesus may be glorified in us.

T.
2 Thes. 2:16-17 – “Now may our Lord Jesus Christ Himself, and our God and Father, who has loved us and given us everlasting consolation and good hope by grace, comfort your hearts and establish you in every good word and work.”

That the Lord Jesus Himself and God our Father would comfort and strengthen our hearts in every good work, in every ministry and every outreach of His Word.

U.
2 Thes. 3:1-5 – “Finally, brethren, pray for us, that the word of the Lord may run swiftly and be glorified, just as it is with you, and that we may be delivered from unreasonable and wicked men; for not all have faith.  But the Lord is faithful, who will establish you and guard you from the evil one.  And we have confidence in the Lord concerning you, both that you do and will do the things we command you.  Now, may the Lord direct your hearts into the love of God and into the patience of Christ.”


That the Word of God may spread rapidly and be magnified though signs and wonders and that God would grant the release of the full conviction of the Spirit on the Word. (1 Thes. 1:5, Jn 16:8, Acts 19:20) That we may be delivered from the perverse and evil men as God’s anointing rests upon us.  That the Lord would strengthen and protect us from the evil one, and that He would direct our hearts in to the knowledge of the Father’s love for us.  Jesus and for all the saints, and into the patience of perseverance, and steadfastness that Jesus had under trials and temptations. (Rom. 5:5; John 17:26; Gal 1:11)

V.
Heb. 13:20-21 – “Now may the God of peace who brought up out Lord Jesus from the dead, that great Shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant, make you complete in every wood work to do His will, working in you what is well pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen.”  

That God might fully anoint and equip us in every good work and ministry, to completely do His will in this area and then in our outreach to the nations.  That God would supernaturally work in us that which is pleasing in His sight for the church in this area.
W.
1 Pet. 5:10 – “But may the God of all grace, who called us to His eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after you have suffered a while, perfect, establish, strengthen, and settle you.”

That the God of all grace will Himself perfect, confirm, strengthen and establish each congregation in this area and each believer, in a supernatural way with power and revelation.

X.
2 Pet. 1:2 – “Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord,”

That grace and peace be multiplied to the saints as God supernaturally releases greater revelation of the knowledge of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ by opening the eyes of our heart.

Y.
The Lord’s Prayer – Matt. 6:9-13 – “In this manner, therefore pray: our Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name.  Your kingdom come.  Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.  Give us this day our daily bread.  And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.  And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one.  For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever, Amen.”

That God’s name would be honored, hallowed, worshipped and obeyed, that God’s kingdom would be established in great power, purity, and wisdom.  That God would provide for the needs of the saints and that God would victoriously lead the saints out of temptation into full obedience.

Z.
Matt. 9:37-38 – “Then He said to His disciples, ‘The harvest truly is plentiful, but the laborers are few.  Therefore, pray the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into His harvest.


Lord release holy and anointed laborers into the harvest to minister to the flock and to win the lost.

AA.
Luke 11:13 – “If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him.”


That God would release the power, purity and wisdom of His Spirit upon His people.

BB.
Luke 22:31-32 – “And the Lord said, ‘Simon, Simon! Indeed, Satan has asked for you, that he may sift you as wheat.  But I have prayed for you, that you faith should not fail; and when you have returned to Me, strengthen your brethren.’”

That the faith of the saints may not fail and that God’s servants would be empowered to strengthen one another.

John 17:1-26 (Esp. vs. 11, 13, 15, 17, 21-26) – “Jesus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to heaven and said: ‘Father, the hour has come.  Glorify Your Son, that Your Son also may glorify You, as You have given Him authority over all flesh, that He should give eternal life  to as many as You have given Him.  And this is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom You have sent.  I have glorified You in the earth.  I have finished the work which You have given Me to do.  And now, O Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before the world was.  I have manifested Your name to the men whom You have given Me out of the world.  They were Yours, You gave them to Me, and they have kept Your word.  Now they have known that all things which You have given Me are from You. Your word is truth.  As You sent Me into the world, I have also sent them into the world.  And for their sakes I sanctify Myself, that they may also be sanctified by the truth.  I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will believe in Me through their word; that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent Me.  And the glory which You gave Me I have given them, that they may be one just as We are one: I in them and You in Me; that they may be made perfect in one, and that the world may know that You have sent Me, and have loved them as You have loved Me.  Father, I desire that they also whom You gave Me may be with Me where I am, that they may behold My glory which You have given Me; for You loved Me before the foundation of the world.  O righteous Father!  The world has not known You, but I have known You; and these have known that You sent Me.  And I have declared to them Your name, and will declare it, that the love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I in them.”
